Various annual compilations, such as: Wigleaf Top 50, Best Small Fictions, Best American Short Stories or Essays, also check out story collections of authors you emulate (to see where their stories were first published)

Social Media: Facebook, Twitter, etc., are a source for submission calls/contests/etc from many journals. (Facebook groups such as “Call for Submissions”)

NOTES — Always read, and follow, all submission guidelines. Things to look for include: special formatting requirements (font, spacing, paragraph or block style, blind submittal, method of submittal). Read several sample pieces from their website or print journal to judge if your work is a good fit. 

Have a brief bio (3rd person) and cover letter you can tailor for each journal ready to go (not all journals will require or want these, but many will). Your work should be clean!
